All entries must be accompanied by a stamped addressed envelope, complete with sufficient
stamps to return material, if the item/s is/are to be returned afterwards.

Glastonbury Abbey Estate cannot accept responsibility for loss, damage or delay to entries,
however caused. Proof of posting will not be accepted as proof of delivery.

A photograph that has won a prize in any other competition is not eligible for entry to this
competition.

Only colour prints may be submitted. Digital images may be submitted as prints. No slides, nor
transparencies may be submitted. Prints must be mounted on card. Prints must be no larger than
A4 size (210mm x 297mm), however either portrait or landscape position are acceptable.

Mounts. Maximum size for mounts is A3 (297mm x 420m.)

There should be a label on the reverse of each entry, clearly stating the entrants name, address,
telephone number and email address. Technical information may also be supplied if you wish.

Negatives or JPEG files on CD or disc of winning entries must be made available to Glastonbury
